COOKIE MONSTER FAVORITES

DOUBLE CHOCOLATE

1 cup butter, softened

2 cups sugar

2 eggs

2 tsp. vanilla

1 tsp. baking soda

1/2 tsp. salt

3/4 cup powdered cocoa
2 cups flour

5 0z.
chocolate

Chopped, unswe

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees.

2. In a mixer, mix butter until soft. Add
sugar, eggs, and vanilla.

3. Add soda, salt, and cocoa. Gradually
add flour.

4. Add chopped chocolate bar last.

5. Drop teaspoossized dollops on un-
greased pan. Bake®8minutes. Let
cool 2 minutes before transferring to
rack.

Substitute chocolate bits with peanut but-
ter chips, M&Ms, white chocolate chips,
or nuts.

OATMEAL LACE
1 stick butter
1 cup sugar
legg
1/2 tsp. salt
1 cup oatmeal
2 scant tsp. flour
1 1/2 tsp. baking powder
1 tsp. vanilla
1. Preheat oven to 375 degrees.
2. Beat butter until smooth. Add rest of

ingredients and mix well.

Chill for 1 hour.

Place small amounts on foil lined cookie
sheet. Bake about 7 minutes. Watch closely;
they burn easily.

Remove foil from cookie sheet with cookies
still on foil to cool.

Mix butter, eggs, brown sugar, and flour.

Add baking powder, baking soda, cinnamon,
vanilla, cherries, and nuts.

Roll into 1-inch rolls, wrap with wax paper,
and keep in refrigerator until ready to bake.

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.

Slice in %inch pieces and place on un-
greased, nonstick cookie sheet, and bake for
12 minutes. or until brown.

Cool for 5 minutes.

Never assume the owner is correctly identifying the tractor or its capabilities.

If you are collecting, a complete tractor with good sheet metal beats a running but incomplete

tractor with poor sheet metal. The opposite is true if you are buying the tractor to work.

Carefully inspect the radiator when buying a tractor. New cores and tanks are very expen
and replacement or accurate reproduction tanks may be nearly impossible to find.

When considering a tractor for purchase, closely inspect the wheels and tires. Both are ex
to replace, and wheels can be expensive to repair.

When selling a tractor, never sell to a scrap metal dealer regardless of condition. The vas
